State of Connecticut Chiefs of Police Association Membership

Several weeks ago Law Enforcement on the State and Local level suffered a 40% cut in Federal Funding for a program which has been providing services for more than thirty years.  The $27.5 Million Dollar cut will impact service.

The Regional Information Sharing Systems (RISS) Program was established for Law Enforcement Agencies and Officers to close the gap on information sharing and to serve as a force multiplier in areas of secure communications, intelligence sharing and investigative support.  The RISS program consists of six regional centers that tailor their services to meet the needs of their unique regions while working together on nationwide initiatives.  The State of Connecticut joins Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island and Vermont in NESPIN.  

How will that cut impact services to Connecticut Law Enforcement?  Considering the fact that %100 (thanks for our State rep. retired Monroe Lt. Mike Rinaldi) of the Federal, State and local agencies, including the Connecticut State Police are members of NESPIN, and many of our department’s investigative units rely on NESPIN services and training, the cut will delay or eliminate resources that use to be available to us.  

What services do we currently receive?    NESPIN personnel will assist with case analysis as they did recently for Watertown Police, Hartford Police and the Ct State Police.  They provide confidential funds for departments who otherwise do not have the ability use funds to develop larger cases.  Over the last 5 years NESPIN members benefited from over $500,000 in confidential funds.  They provide investigative equipment including vehicles, cameras, and other electronics, that when requested are loaned out to agencies to further case development.   In addition they offer Digital Forensics,  training and most recently are responsible for managing the pawnshop database, allowing all agencies access to pawnshop records in Connecticut, the region and potentially Nationwide.  

According to NESPIN Executive Director Donald Kennedy, below is a summary of steps taken by NESPIN.

In 2011, NESPIN’s budget was at $4.7M.  With the 2012 cut, NESPIN’s budget is now reduced to $3.1M. This is the current number that we have been given; however, we are being told that once the entire National FY12 budget is agreed upon that OJP/BJA (who was not funded in this budget) will apply a 2% maintenance fee on all their funded programs, which may also include RISS.  There is also the possibility that once the budget is finalized, the President may ask for an additional across the board rescission to be paid by all federal programs (the percentage has yet to be determined), which also may include RISS. Based on the current numbers, NESPIN is looking at layoffs of between 10 and 15 staffers (NESPIN’s currently fully staffed at 38). As a result of identifying the above five key services we need to sustain, we also are looking at the elimination or critical reduction of:

•
Training Services

•
Equipment Services

•
Digital Forensics

•
Confidential Fund Programs

•
20% reduction in Intel Service

•
25% reduction in Administration Support

•
33% reduction in Field Services

•
40% reduction in Analytical Services; and

•
16% reduction in Information Technology Services

Why does it matter?  All of us have been tasked with managing our own departments at a time when demands for our public safety services are on the rise, and our funding sources are on the decline.  As we all try to absorb the cuts to our budget, and still manage the work, we all look to more regional approaches for funding and services.  The demand and need for these regional services are more important than ever, and we as Law Enforcement Executives whose agencies are all members of NESPIN, should be aware of these significant regional cuts and,  should voice our need to maintain, if not expand these services.

I urge all of you to speak with your investigators, learn the value of NESPIN, and contact your congressional representatives to discuss this issue.

We had a Cap Region Chiefs meeting this morning and had a discussion regarding the traffic stop data.   Different Chiefs had different versions in their minds as to what the statute required.
 
I think it would be beneficial for the attached copy of the statute to be distributed to all CPCA members along with a note that there are 2 areas of specific importance that we as chiefs must be aware of so that we can ensure full compliance with the mandates of the statute.
 
First, section (c) of the statute requires that BOTH the Chief States Attorney’s office AND the African American Affairs Commission be provided with a copy of any complaint made pursuant to the data collection statute (profiling) and the disposition of such complaint. 
AND 
Secondly, section (f) of the statute requires that a summary report of the statistics collected pursuant to the statute must be provided to BOTH the Chief States Attorney AND the African American Affairs Commission on or before October 1 each year.
