Dear Chiefs,
I hope 2012 is off to a great start for you and your departments.  I’ve received a number of requests for another CPCA/WFSB Media 
Training session, so we have scheduled the next date for Thursday – March 8th at WFSB’s studios in Rocky Hill.

Together with the CPCA, WFSB has been working to help bridge the gap between the media and law enforcement.  The basis for the
training is to gather knowledge and understanding of each other’s needs before, during and after news stories.   The program is CT 
P.O.S.T accredited, so you are able to receive credits towards ongoing training.
